Application Guidelines
Funding Overview

Applications for incentive grants will be considered from York faculty demonstrating partnerships with community organizations, including government, NGOs, labour, private sector, and community-based agencies. The grants are designed to encourage the opportunity to inform practical public policy and social programming design in a discipline related to the faculty member’s field of research. The incentive grants (up to $4,000 each) will support the development of collaborative research or KM proposals for external funding, and are intended to defray costs that are essential to the preparation of successful external funding applications. There are ten incentive grants available in calendar 2008. This funding has been made possible through a Tri-Council Intellectual Property Mobilization grant and a SSHRC Knowledge Impact in Society grant. 

Eligibility
Applications must be submitted jointly by a York faculty member and a co-applicant from a community, government, labour, business, or NGO agency. Only York faculty members are eligible to apply for the incentive grants. Work on the incentive grant awards must take place in Canada. However, applications for external funding may include international projects.
Funds for this incentive grant (up to $4,000) will be received and administered by the York faculty member. However any external funding that results from this project can be received and administered by either the faculty member or community partner. Incentive grant funding is available to support research assistance wages or other out-of-pocket expenses, but may not be used as an honorarium or for wages for the York faculty member.

All successful applicants will allow the KM Unit to promote and publicize the collaborative research or KM proposals and their impacts to support the objectives of the KM Unit. In addition, successful applicants and their community partners will agree to participate in an evaluation of the faculty incentive grant program.
Evaluation Criteria
Proposals will be evaluated and decisions broadly based on the following criteria:
1. Need: demonstrated need/priority of the community organization

2. Fit: the fit between the faculty member’s field of research and the needs of the community agency

3. Content: potential for development of high quality collaborative research or KM proposal
4. Impact: potential of the funded collaborative research or KM project results to mobilize knowledge and affect decision-making at the local community, regional, national and/or international level
A committee comprised equally of faculty and community representatives will adjudicate the competition.

Please note that while all partnerships will be accepted, preference will be given to applications exhibiting a partnership in York Region. All applications will be evaluated using a 28-point scale, where only applications awarded a score of at least 21 out of 28 points will be considered. Applications meeting this criterion and demonstrating a partnership with a community partner in York Region will be considered before all other applications.
What is KM?
York’s KM Unit provides services and funding for faculty, graduate students and community organizations seeking to maximize the impact of academic research and expertise on public policy, social programming and professional practice. It is supported by a Tri-Council grant, The Regional Municipality of York, the York District School Board and by the Office of the Vice-President Research & Innovation. Application Guidelines
Please use the form below to prepare your application. The faculty member and the community agency must provide a description of the collaborative research or KM proposal and a detailed budget in the application. Applications should not exceed three pages, plus support letter(s). The applicant may submit their application in print or electronically. Applications must be received by May 30, 2008. The adjudicating committee is expected to reach a decision by June 30, 2008. 
Please note that applications for incentive grants that have a deadline of intended external funding competition sooner than September 30, 2008 will not be considered. Successful applicants who fail to meet the intended external funding competition’s deadline will also not be considered for future incentive grants from the KM Unit.
