1) ORS EARLY SUBMISSION GRANT (NSERC)

8) Specific Research Grants Program



The Specific Research Grants Program permits, under certain conditions, a researcher to receive a research grant in lieu of salary through a mechanism which includes peer oversight. While grants awarded under this program are considered as taxable income, the grant payment will be treated as a T4A income for tax purposes and no income tax will be deducted by the University. The award recipient is responsible for reporting the income to the Canada Customs and Revenue Agency and declaring against it eligible expenditures.

1) The John G. Diefenbaker Award 

The John G. Diefenbaker Award enables a distinguished German scholar to spend time in Canada, which may include brief periods in the United States.  


The award enables distinguished German scholars in the social sciences and humanities to spend up to twelve months of research in Canada. The host institution is expected to provide office space and support services, as well as assistance and advice regarding living and travel arrangements. The fellow is expected to participate in the teaching activities of the host institution through occasional lectures or seminars, and to visit other institutions. 

Candidates may not apply for this award: they must be nominated by a department within a host university or research institute in Canada. 
SPECIAL NOTE: Only two nominations per university and each department within the institution may submit only one nomination.  Researchers who plan to submit an application to this competition must contact the Office of Research Services three weeks prior to the agency deadline. 
VALUE: $75,000 (CDN), plus a grant of up to $20,000 (CDN) towards travel costs. Only two nominations per university and each department within the institution may submit only one nomination. 
DEADLINE: December 3, 2007 
2) Molson Prizes 

Two Molson Prizes are awarded annually to distinguished individuals (one in the arts and one in the social sciences and humanities), in recognition of an exceptional contribution in those fields.  The prize for the social scientists or humanist is administered by SSHRC while the prize for the artist is administered by the Canada Council.  Candidates may not apply for a Canada Council for the Arts Molson Prize: they must be nominated. 
Important Change: Only one nominator is now required to put forth a nomination (in previous years, three nominators were required).

The Office of Research Services would like to remind faculty members of the upcoming deadline for the NSERC Discovery and Subatomic Physics Project Grants (November 1); Research Tools and Instruments Grant, Category 1, (October 25).  Please find below, important information regarding submission of these applications. 

SUBMISSION PROCESS: 

  
ORS is encouraging faculty members to submit their grant application at least two weeks before the agency deadline.  Please submit your application to your faculty-based research officer where applicable.  They may have their own requirements and deadlines.  

  
Submitting well in advance of the deadline allows for a full administrative review of the application.  This administrative review compares each application to the program guidelines and eligibility rules to ensure that the application is complete (signatures, supporting documentation, budgets, ethics, CV etc.) and that it conforms to all guidelines (eligible expenses, margins, font size, use of data/figures etc.).  In this way it can be ensured that every application leaving York University makes it to the funding agency’s peer review and is not rejected prior to this process on administrative grounds. 


This year, ORS will be providing full review services for all applications it receives one week or more ahead of the deadline.  For example, Discovery grants must be received by October 25th .  After this date, we will be reviewing for completeness only and a full administrative review will not be completed. 

Important:  Although NSERC is continuing to improve their systems, it is still recommended that faculty members work to complete their application well in advance of internal and NSERC deadlines in case there are system outages. 
· ORS is continuing its Early Submission Grant program for the NSERC Discovery grants.  A $200 award is available for faculty submitting at least two weeks ahead of the Discovery Grant deadline.  Please see details at the bottom of this announcement.
